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	Subject/Topic:  Lesson 1:
Where do we find water?

	Grade Level: K
	

	Lesson Summary: Recognize that water is found in lakes, rivers, streams and oceans.

	Objectives: Children will note that water flows down hill. They will observe that water is found in lakes, rivers, streams and oceans.

	Assessment: Children will verbally explain as they observe water flowing “down” at this center. Review children’s performance and explanation as they describe their worksheet.

	Learning Standards: read, write, listen and speak for information and understanding.

	Lesson Activities

	Materials Needed: Book: Brook to Ocean by A. Dorris, tray (12x18), clay, water, worksheet, water in pitcher.


	Preparation: Build a mountain with the clay – have a pitcher of water ready with small cup children can use for pouring.


	Procedure:  
What the teacher does;

What the students do individually and/or in groups
How technology is used to enhance learning and assess student performance
1. Read book Brook to Ocean. Discussion.
2. Children visit in small groups at center time or whole class gathers around the prepared mountain standing in the plastic box. 

3. Children will take turns pouring a bit if water over the top of the mountain and observe as it flows.

4. Ask Children where does water flow? A – down; downhill

5. Worksheet

6. Children explain the completed worksheet – check for student understanding of subject.
