	Lesson Activities

	Materials Needed: water table (or large basin) filled, bag of sink/float items, worksheet, book River Parade by Alexandria Pay, towel.


	Preparation: Have water table full with bag of items ready beside it, worksheets printed one for each child, towel at the table for students to dry their hands.
