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	Lesson Summary: Children will observe and describe surface tension.

	Objectives: Children will recognize and describe the surface tension of water as it reacts to other objects.

	Assessment:

	Lesson Activities

	Materials Needed: water in basin, pictures if water strider insects, water dropper, wax paper and worksheet.


	Preparation: Have water ready in the basin. Cut wax paper into small section for one per student and have water dropper ready. Worksheets printed for the class.


	Procedure:  
What the teacher does;

What the students do individually and/or in groups
How technology is used to enhance learning and assess student performance
1. Have children take turns lightly touching just the surface of the water. Model doing this without dropping fingers into the water. Have children describe what they see and feel.
2. Pass wax paper out – drop one or two water droplets on each piece of wax paper. Allow children time to observe. (It makes drops of water.) What does the surface look like? Curved or round?
3. Show pictures of water strider.

4. Children color worksheets you have passed out.
