	Lesson Activities

	Materials Needed: My Little Book of River Otters by Hope Irvin Marston, river otter stuffed animal, worksheet.


	Preparation: Have book and stuffed animal ready. Have worksheets printed for class.


	Procedure:  
What the teacher does;

What the students do individually and/or in groups
How technology is used to enhance learning and assess student performance
1. Gather children – show River Otter stuffed animal. Generate a list from students regarding what they know about otters. 
2. Read story, pausing to re-state facts as you go along.

3. Children color their picture of a River Otter.

4. Share time – children state one fact about River Otters – each child shares dictating their otter fact – teacher writes fact on the picture page.
